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Influence of grammatical knowledge among native
Chinese speakers learning Japanese on their
acquisition of honorific expressions

Abstract: A Japanese grammar test and a honorific (exalted and humble)
expression test were administered to 119 Chinese students leaning the
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Japanese language. The correlation between the overall scores of these two
tests was very high. Thus, causal relations between Japanese ability and
honorific expression ability were examined by path analyses. We found the
following four causal relations. First, knowledge of particles and words with
no inflections directly influenced acquisition of exalted expressions. Second,
only knowledge of particles affected acquisition of humble expressions. Words
with and without inflections had indirect effects via particles to humble
expressions. Third, there was no causal relation between words with or
without inflections.
